Quilt Celebration 2010 -  Quilt Registration Update

Quilt registration has come to a close, and I have finally worked my way through the 
countless registration forms.  We have approximately 195 quilts entered in the show 
this year.  There are 78 people that have registered quilts, 49 of which are current 
Guild members!   Of the 195 quilts registered, approximately 140 will be judged, which 
is FANTASTIC!  
 
REMINDERS: 

QUILT DROP OFF is Monday, April 5
th
 between 2:00 p.m. - 7 p.m. at Lake Orion 

Baptist Church, 255 Scripps Rd., Lake Orion 
Plan to spend some time with us when you drop off the entries.  Time is needed to 

check paperwork and verify the condition of the quilts.   
Entries must be labeled with the name of the entrant.  If the quilt is to be judged, 

baste a piece of fabric over any identifying name before dropping quilt off. 
All quilts, except miniatures, must have a hanging sleeve attached to the top of the 
entry.  The finished sleeve must measure 4ò on quilts less than 94ò wide.  
Quilts 94ò or wider must have a 5ò sleeve.  If your quilt does not have a sleeve, 
we can submit it for judging, but it will not be hung in the show.  

 
I am still looking for someone to help me return quilts that were mailed to me for the 
show.  If anyone can help out by doing that on Monday, April 12

th
, please contact me

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May Trunk Show & Workshop

Thursday and Friday, May 6 and 7, 2010  

 
Trunk Show -Thursday, May 6:  This one-hour program will explore designs and 
techniques involved in Altered Photo Artistry. This is a lighthearted adventure, with 
lots of samples and examples, demos and handouts.  We've made many mistakes 
while developing and refining this technique so you don't have to!

Workshop-Friday, May 7:   Technology in the Quilt Studio 
In this 6-hour workshop, students will explore various ways the computer, digital cam-
era, scanner, and inkjet printer can influence and aid quilt design.  The computer can 
be a layout tool to plan block placement and color variations, it can correct and heal 
less-than-perfect photos, it can be a drawing and painting tool (allowing the user to 
paint with color, texture, and light)ðand it can open a door to a world of artistic possi-
bilities.  Using Photoshop Elements software application, we'll see just how far we can 
push the artistic envelope!  A scanner is often used to make electronic copies of vin-
tage photos and ephemera, but did you know you can scan leaves, candies, and other 
materials placed directly on the scanner bed?  Imagine a quilt with scans of your fa-
vorite donuts or cookies as quilt blocks!  Want to get the most from your camera and 
printer?  We'll discuss settings and tricks to get the best prints possible on fabric.  It is 
not necessary to have your own computer in the workshop, but it is helpful.  We'll 
have lots of handouts, samples, and examples.

 If you have a digital camera, bring it and the manual 
 If you have a laptop computer, bring it 
 Paper and pencil 
 A bag of flat-ish things (shells, leaves, sticks, bottle caps, etc.)

Members had a fun day making an easy project and enjoyed lunch and 
laughter. 
 
For those interested, our pillow-
cases have been added to the 1 
Million Pillowcase Challenge.  You 
can find more information at allpeo-
plequilt.com.  You can find more 
pillowcase patterns and a number 
of charities accepting them.  We 
will drop off at Cristina's for pickup 
by a ConnKerr representative.  The 
pillowcases are sometimes called 
ñThe 20 Minute Pillowcaseò which 
is about the amount of time it actu-
ally takes to make one.  Thanks to 
generous members, we have lots 
of kits and instructions which will be 
available at the Charity table.  If you are so inclined, when you see bright childrenôs fab-
ric, please consider donating a yard which we will put toward the pillowcase kits.  We 
will continue with the project until we run out and will continue to add our numbers to 
the challenge each time we donate.  What a wonderful project to be part oféwonôt you 
help by making up some kits or by donating some fabric?  Please bring your completed 
kits and/or fabric to the meetings (not to the quilt shop). 
 
ConKerr is very specific about the fabric used.    Please follow the following instructions: 
 
It must be only 100% cotton or cotton flannel.  (not in one pillowcase) 
Fabric must be washed 
Use only brightly colored childrenôs novelty fabric and a complimentary fabric for the 
border 
NO clown fabric 
NO skull and crossbones 
NO weapon prints 
NO religious prints 
NO country colors (i.e. mauve, country blue, sage green, etc.) 
We will need 3/4 yard for the pillowcase and 1/3 yard for the border.

Blockery by Bet Brinkerhoff

This monthôs block is Sunbonnet Sue.  The background fabric 
should be a muslin or light beige.  The block is 16 x 16,  Sue is 
9 1/2ò from the highest tip of her bonnet to the bottom of her 
shoes.  Use any color combinations that you wish for your 
Sweet Sue.  The pattern is on the next page. 
 
(note:  the background in the picture looks blue but it is actually 
a beige muslin.) 
 
More notes:  When you copy page 9, you will notice some 
shadow lines near  the pattern piecesðscanning issue, sorry.  
Just ignore them.  The obvious solid lines are the actual 
pieces.  The bonnet has a separate band and ñbuckleò. 
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
