Pistachio Cake  from Liz Travis and a Church Cookbook 
 
1 pkg. white cake mix  ½ cup water 
1 pkg. pistachio instant  ½ cup oil 
  pudding mix (dry)   ¾ cup chocolate syrup 
½ cup orange juice   4 eggs, beaten 
 
Mix cake and pudding together.  Add water, juice, oil and eggs; beat 5 minutes.  Pour 
2/3 of the batter into a greased, lightly floured, round angel food pan or bundt pan.  
Add syrup to rest of the batter.  Mix well.  Pour over top and spread to edges.  Bake 
for 1 hour at 350 degrees.
