A MESSAGE FROM OUR PRESIDENT… 
 
Hello Ladies,  
  

I have something to share with you.  As we come ever nearer to our quilt show, and to 
the end of my presidency, I find that there are several issues at hand.  The first is that 
I have heard a few stories, recently, regarding negative comments about OCQG, 
made in a local quilt shop.  I have also heard that some of our volunteerism and inter-
actions with one another have been less than affirming.  I have to say, I understand 
the frustrations that are inherent in any human interaction, but I want all of us to con-
sider our role in any, and all, guild events, or interactions.  
  

In that light, I offer you the principles that flow from the book, How Full is Your Bucket, 
by Tom Rath and Donald O. Clifton, PhD.  The whole book revolves around the par-
able of ñThe Dipper and the Bucketò.  The idea being that each of us has an invisible 
bucket.  It is either emptied or filled.   When the bucket is filled we feel awesome, 
when it is depleted, we feel like yuck!  Each of us also has an invisible dipper.  When 
we use that dipper to fill othersô buckets, it also fills our own.  In other words, when we 
use our dipper to help enrich the lives of others, it enriches our lives, and everyone 
around us.  If we take away, it depletes our own.  The book suggests and proves, 
through science, that we should focus on the positives in life, no matter what the cir-
cumstances. It claims, and I believe that it works, that focusing on the positives will 
enrich lives of even those you disagree with, while filling your own bucket and enrich-
ing your own life at the same time.  The authors suggest five strategies for living, but 
rather than going into each of these strategies, suffice it to say, the goal of all is 
to prevent ñbucketò dipping by asking yourself, if you are adding to, or taking from, an-
other personôs bucket with your words or actions.   Are you enriching the lives others 
or dipping into their ñbucketò and sucking them dry of their positive energy (and thus, 
yours as well)? 
  

I offer this concept for your reflection, simply because I feel our guild is a great avenue 
for quilters to gather and to focus on our shared passion -- quilting, but people don't 
want to gather if it is going to be one big drag.  As such, I don't want what have been 
somewhat isolated incidents to become the norm and the tolling of the death knell of 
our guild.

From Our Kitchen to Yours 
The Hospitality Committee 

 
Nancy Isken submitted Tinaôs Shortbread Chocolate Chip Cookies  (from our February meeting) 
 
1 3/4 cups all-purpose flour  1/3 cup white sugar 
1/2 teaspoon baking powder  3/4 cup semisweet choc. chips 
1/4 teaspoon salt   1/2 cup chopped walnuts (optional) 
1 cup unsalted butter 
 
 Preheat oven to 300 degrees F.  Sift together the flour, baking powder and salt, set aside.  In a 
medium owl, cream butter and sugar together until fluffy.  Gradually stir in dry ingredients, then stir in 
walnuts and choc. chips.  Roll or scoop dough into walnut sized balls.  Place them on unprepared 
cookie sheets 1 1/2 ñ apart.  Flatten cookies slightly.  Bake for 15-20 min. until light golden brown.  Re-
move from sheets to cool on racks. 
 Note:  these cookies keep very well.  You can make the dough ahead and freeze it.  Defrost 
when ready to use and follow baking instructions.  Makes about 2 doz. 
 
Carol Reinmannôs Amazing Raspberry Cookies  (from the January Quilt Inn) 
 
1 cup coarsely chopped toasted almonds  3/4 cup sugar 
2 cups cake flour     1/4 teaspoon salt 
1 cup unsalted butter 
 
Mix these ingredients with your hands and press on bottom of 9 x 12ò greased pan.  Bake this (middle 
of oven) at 350 for 15-20 min. (I try to left a corner to see if it is starting to brownðthen I know itôs 
baked enough).  Remove from oven.  Melt 6 oz. raspberry seedless preserves in the microwave.  
Spread over top of crust.  Cool for 15 min.  Meantimeébeat: 
2 large eggs     3/4 cup flaked coconut 
1 cup light brown sugar    3 Tablespoons flour 
1/2 teaspoon almond extract   1/2 teaspoon baking powder 
 
Beat these 6 ingredients in mixer and spread over preserves carefully.  Bake at 350 till brown, about 22
-25 minutes.  Cool before cutting.  Cut the cookies in diamond shapes, continually wiping knife while 
cutting.  To cut in diamond shapes:  cut lengthwise in straight vertical rows (long wise) about 5 cuts 
across the width of the pan.  Then go back and cut on the diagonal.  (sorry, I canôt draw a diagram 

here)  Enjoy!!          More  Ÿ

John Bolhuisô Yummy Chicken Vegetable Soup  (Krisô husbandôs recipe from the Jan. Quilt Inn) 
  
2 tablespoons olive oil 
2 pounds sweet yellow onions 
8 cups chicken broth   (used Whole Foods 365 brand) 
2 jars Frog Ranch medium salsa   (Kroger carries it) 
1 jar tomato basil pasta sauce    (used Dave's Gourmet from Costco) 
1/4 cup parsley flakes 
2 1/2 pounds peeled carrots sliced    (used Costco's organic small carrots) 
1  tablespoon granulated garlic powder  (Costco) 
4 1/2 pounds chicken thighs    (Costco) 
1 pound frozen whole okra   (Kroger carries it) 
1pound frozen peas  or  try  two 11 oz cans of corn 
1 cup rice  (parboiled keeps it shape better) 
6 cups water 
  
Carmelize onions in olive oil.  This can take 45 minutes or so, but gives the soup a good flavor.  Add all 
ingredients except rice, chicken, and okra.  Simmer for about an 1 hour.  Add chicken in whole pieces.  
Simmer for 1 hour.  Remove chicken, cut into bite size pieces, then return to pan.  Add rice and okra.  
Simmer for an hour or more but longer simmering brings out the flavors.  You will need a 12 quart pot.
