From Delphine’s Quilt Shop in Gaylord..

Do you use 100% cotton batting, especially Quilters Dream batting? Do you have a bag of left-
over pieces from quilt tops that were just too small? These squares or rectangles of batting make awe-
some rags/towels! Recently, | noticed that my porch furniture was quite dusty and a quick peek into
the garage turned up a bag of batting scraps. Well, | grabbed one of the squares and used it to wipe
down all the chairs as | used my watering can to wash them off. Several rinses later | was ready to see
how long this batting would last so | spot-cleaned the kitchen floor! The batting was still in great shape
so | rinsed it again, let it dry and it is still good to go. Who needs paper towels when they have batting
which doesn't tear, soaks up water like you wouldn't believe and is re-usable? | have also been told
that cotton batting also makes a great substitgte for
