1 tsp. cinnamon
1 tsp. ground cloves

1 tsp. pumpkin pie spice

In large bowl, cream shortening and sugar till fluffy, stir in eggs, pumpkin and water.
Blend dry ingredients together and then add to wet mixture. Fold in nuts and raisins.
Bake at 350 degrees F. for about 70 minutes or until toothpick comes out clean.

Makes one large loaf or two smaller loaves and muffins. Enjoy!
